On Saturday, April 27, 2002, the Air Force Materiel Command Reserve JAG IMAs held their annual command-wide video teleconference (VTC).  We spent the last 35 minutes playing "The Ethics Millionaire Game."  There were ten Air Force bases hooked up to the VTC.  It was the five bases in the East versus the five bases in the West.  I prepared forty multiple-choice questions, so each base had a chance to answer four questions.  I read each question and the four possible answers, and then the assigned base had 15 seconds to choose the best answer.  Each question was worth $100,000 or $200,000, except the last two, which were each worth $1,000,000.  It was tied after the first 38 questions, and the West ended up as the winner.

The game is a 41-slide Powerpoint presentation (40 questions and one slide with the rules).  Some of the questions involve Air Force-specific rules, but most involve DoD rules or Executive Branch rules.  The presentation can easily be modified for use at a staff meeting, office luncheon, or pre-Superbowl party.
