On May 22, 2003, the General Services Administration (GSA) issued a notice in the Federal Register which announced a new regulatory provision.  This provision states that if a government employee schedules a government conference or books official travel for a group of government employees, any frequent flyer miles or other promotional benefits that result from those actions belong to the government (not to the government employee who booked the conference or official travel).  The Federal Register notice states that this regulatory provision is effective on May 22, 2003.  The notice is on the Federal Register website at:
