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The National Institutes of Health (NIH) has an Ethics Program website.  On that site is a six-page document called "Activities with Foreign Entities."  That document contains two lists.  One list is of foreign entities that are not owned or operated by a foreign government.  The other list is of foreign entities that are.  The document states that these determinations have been confirmed by the NIH Office of General Counsel Ethics Division.  This document is on the NIH website at:

By the way, the DoD Standards of Conduct Office has put a link to this document on its website.  Of course, facts change over time, and an ethics counselor who is advising a client on whether a foreign entity is or is not part of a foreign government is responsible for making his or her own determination based on the current information.
